
Steven Strogatz is the Jacob Gould 
Schurman Professor of Applied 
Mathematics at Cornell University. He 
works on nonlinear dynamics with 
applications to physics, biology, and the 
social sciences. His latest book, Infinite 
Powers, was a New York Times bestseller 
and was shortlisted for the 2019 Royal 
Society Science Book Prize.
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When Steven Strogatz wrote a 
15-part series on the elements of 
math for the New York Times, to his 
surprise — and his editor's — each 
piece climbed the most emailed list 
and elicited hundreds of appreciative 
comments. In this talk Steve will 
describe his adventures in bringing 
math to the masses, and will re�ect 
on what works… and what doesn’t.
